The Eco-Palms we use on Palm Sunday have been sustainably harvested and fairly traded. The 

purchase of these palm fronds directly benefit the communities in Guatemala where the 

fronds were harvested. These benefits include sending young girls to school, employing 

women, and building community centers, as well as giving gatherers an important source of 

income. These palms are harvested in an environmentally friendly way.  New harvesting practices minimize the 

impact on the natural ecosystem, ensuring that the same quality of these palms will be there for years to come.
